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Indian Wedding Outfit Checklist
Every outfit, every ceremony — nothing forgotten

MEHNDI / HALDI CEREMONY

[ ] Bride — Lehenga or Anarkali (yellow/orange palette) [ ] Bridesmaids — Matching set or coordinated salwar

[ ] Bride — Dupatta (contrast or matching) [ ] Groom's family — Coordinated kurtas / sarees

[ ] Bride — Footwear (juttis/flats — comfort for sitting) [ ] Flower girl outfit (if applicable)

» Order 8–10 months out

Mehndi outfits are often the most overlooked. Bridesmaids need sizing collected at least 4 months before the
event.

SANGEET NIGHT

[ ] Bride — Statement lehenga or saree (jewel tones) [ ] Groom — Bandhgala or silk kurta set

[ ] Bride — Blouse (custom-stitched to measurements) [ ] Groom — Dupatta or pocket square

[ ] Bride — Statement jewelry (maang tikka, jhumkas) [ ] Bridesmaids — Coordinated lehengas or gowns

[ ] Bride — Heels or embellished sandals [ ] Groomsmen — Matching kurta sets

BARAAT

[ ] Groom — Sherwani (full length) with safa [ ] Groomsmen — Coordinated bandhgalas or kurtas

[ ] Groom — Mojari (traditional footwear) [ ] Groom's parents — Traditional attire

[ ] Groom — Dupatta / stole [ ] Groom's siblings — Coordinated sets

[ ] Groom — Kaleere / sehra accessories [ ] Flower boys / ring bearer outfits

» Groom fit timeline

Sherwanis require 2–3 rounds of measurements and adjustments. Allow 12–14 weeks minimum for custom
pieces.

WEDDING CEREMONY

[ ] Bride — Bridal lehenga (your main look) [ ] Groom — Wedding sherwani (different from Baraat)

[ ] Bride — Blouse — custom measurements essential [ ] Bride's mother — Saree or lehenga

[ ] Bride — Full bridal jewelry set [ ] Bride's father — Sherwani or suit

[ ] Bride — Dupatta (can be heirloom or custom) [ ] Groom's mother — Saree or lehenga

[ ] Bride — Bridal footwear + backup flats [ ] Groom's father — Sherwani or suit

[ ] Bride — Kalire, bangles, payal [ ] Siblings — Coordinated traditional wear

» Most important item — start first

The bridal lehenga takes the longest: 14–20 weeks for quality custom work. Book your sourcing consultation
before anything else.



RECEPTION

[ ] Bride — Reception outfit (lighter lehenga or saree) [ ] Groom — Suit or indo-western outfit

[ ] Bride — Reception jewelry (often simpler / gold) [ ] Immediate family — Semi-formal Indian wear

[ ] Bride — Comfortable heels (you'll be standing long) [ ] Bridesmaids — Western or indo-western option

[ ] Bride — Clutch / evening bag [ ] Pet outfit (if your fur baby is attending!)

Accessories — Don't Forget
[ ] Maang tikka [ ] Payal (anklets)

[ ] Nath / nose ring [ ] Matha patti

[ ] Earrings — all ceremonies [ ] Kaleire

[ ] Choker + layered necklaces [ ] Ring(s)

[ ] Haath phool (hand chain) [ ] Backup safety pins x10

[ ] Bangles + chura [ ] Fashion tape + stitch kit

Ordering Timeline

When to Order What to Do

12+ months out Book sourcing consultation. Start bridal lehenga research.

10–12 months Finalize bridal lehenga. Confirm groom sherwani style.

8–10 months Order bridesmaids + groomsmen. Collect all measurements.

6–8 months Order family outfits. Order jewelry sets.

4–6 months Order reception outfit. Ceremonial / accessories.

2–3 months All items should be shipped. First fittings / alterations.

1 month out Final fittings. Steam & press everything. Label per ceremony.
